The Layout of Baader Solar-Viewer already shows the  different kinds of solar-observation 
and the beauty of our nearest star 

 
 
 

 
The left side of the Solar-Viewer shows a  
giant sunspot in white light (right), as you 
would see it in the solar photosphere with 
Solar-Viewer. Aside an enormous promi- 
nence is displayed in the red light of the 
H-alpha wavelength. Left of that a small  
Earth is shown to compare the real 
proportions between them.  
On the left you see the Sun during the  
transit of Venus in June 2012. 
It clearly shows how small the planet  
Venus appears in comparison to the Sun. 

 
The middle part of the Solar-Viewer 
shows wide-angle view during a total  
Solar Eclipse, where the sun is sur- 
rounded by a dark and cloudy sky. The 
horizon is illuminated by the marginal  
light if the shadow cone of the Sun. 
 
 
 
Inside you find safety-instructions  
 in English, French and German  
      language – for example:  

 
The right side of the Solar-Viewer shows  
the umbral shadow of a solar eclipse from  
a satellite’s view of the Earth (left).   
Above you see the dark Sun in front 
of a background with stars, galaxies and 
nebulae, to demonstrate the on-Earth view 
of this phenomenon. The end of the side-
piece shows a giant separation of solar 
matter, photographed in red light of  
H-alpha wavelength.
